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1 Introduction

1.1 Purpose

This Annual Compliance Report (ACR) has been prepared for the purpose of fulfilling the
requirements of condition 3 of Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999
(EPBC Act) approval 2011/5902 (EPBC 2011/5902). Condition 3 requires the proponent to publish an
ACR addressing compliance with each condition of EPBC 2011/5902; as follows:

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the Minister, the person taking the action must, within
three months of every 12 month anniversary of the commencement of the action:

a. publish a report on their website addressing compliance with each of the conditions of this
approval, including implementation of any management plans as specified in the conditions;
and

b. provide to the Department documentary evidence of the date of publication and non-
compliance with any of the conditions of this approval.

1.2 Scope

This ACR addresses the audit period between 6 September 2022 to the 5 September 2023 for the
conditions associated with EPBC 2011/5902. This ACR will be published on the Lendlease website by
5 December 2023.

As part of the preparation of the ACR the relevant environmental management commitments/
obligations included in the following management plans were assessed to determine if the plans
have been satisfactorily implemented:

e Conservation Area Management Plan (CAMP) (Revision 4, September 2019) (RPS 2019b) -
required by condition 10.

e Foreshore Management Plan (FMP) (Revision 5, September 2019) (RPS 2019a) -
required by condition 11.

e Precinct Landscape and Revegetation Plan (PLRP) (Version 6, April 2020) (Lendlease 2020) —
required by condition 12.

Where a previous ACR found a condition or management commitment to be ‘Completed’ that finding
was accepted as being applicable to the current audit period, unless circumstances to the contrary
were identified, in which case the item was re-assessed.

1.3 Project background

Lendlease Communities (Alkimos) Pty Ltd (Lendlease) in partnership with LandCorp (now
DevelopmentWA), is developing the Alkimos Beach Urban Development (the project) located
approximately 40 km northwest of the Perth Central Business District.

On 30 June 2012, the project was approved by the Federal Minister for the Environment under
s130(1) and 133 of the EPBC Act, with Lendlease designated as the approval holder. Construction of
the project subsequently commenced on 5 September 2012.
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The project involves clearing approximately 97 ha of native vegetation, including 21.14 ha of
Carnaby’s black cockatoo (CBC) habitat, for urban development on Lot 1004, 80L Romeo Road and
2611 Marmion Avenue, Alkimos, see Appendix A.

1.4 Approved variations to EPBC Act approval conditions

Since the project was conditionally approved in June 2012, a number of variations to conditions have
been approved, as detailed in Table 1.

Table 1: Summary of variation to conditions

1 24 August 2012 Amending condition 14 to change the timeframe required for the condition.

2 13 June 2013 This variation was triggered by the de-listing of the Graceful Sun-Moth from the
threatened species list defined under the EPBC Act. The variation includes the
revocation of conditions 9, 15, 16, 17, Attachment B and changes to relevant
definitions referring to those removed conditions. This variation also includes
replacement of conditions 10 and 11.

3 19 August 2016 This variation includes to the replacement of condition 4 of EPBC 2011/5902 and the
addition of a definition ‘new or increased action’. The new condition 4 introduces
the 'Revised Management Plan condition' whereby minor updates that do not result
in a 'new or increased impact' to the protected matter can be made to management
plans without requiring approval from the Minister.

4 30 November 2018 | This variation includes:

o The replacement of condition 3, whereby the Minister can approve the cessation
of the annual compliance reports.

o The revoking of condition 5, which relates to the Minister having the ability to
request specified revisions to the management plans.

e Inclusion of condition 12A, whereby a request can be made to the Minister to
cease the implementation of a management plan and the maintenance of records
for that plan.

141  CAMP implementation

The CAMP’s three-year rehabilitation monitoring period was completed within the 2017-2018 audit
period, and therefore the rehabilitation elements of the CAMP have ceased.

On 14 October 2019, the proponent made a request to the Minister under condition 12A of EPBC
2011/5902 to cease implementation, maintenance, and reporting of the CAMP within the eastern
portion of the plan area, as this area is intended to be handed over to the City of Wanneroo in the
near future.

The Minister’s Delegate approved this request on 4 March 2020. As such, this ACR only reports on
implementation of the CAMP within the western portion of the plan area, which is delineated by the
western-most and smallest of the two ‘conservation area management boundary’ areas shown in
Figure B of the CAMP.

Lendlease will continue to ensure that the objective of the CAMP is met (through weed control and
informal inspections) until the western portion is handed over to the City of Wanneroo as the long-
term land manager.

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2 Project status

Activities undertaken during the audit period (6th September 2022 to 5th September 2023) involved
activities relating to Precincts 1, 2, 3 and 4, CAMP study area and the FMP area of the Alkimos Beach
development, and can be summarised as:

e During the audit period 0 ha of CBC foraging habitat was cleared (within Precinct 3), with total
clearing to date being 20.99 ha. See Appendix A.

e Civil works during the audit period have generally been limited to the construction of roads and
subdivided lots within Precinct 3, as well as general bulk earthworks in Precincts 2 and 3.

e CAMP study area:

o  Monitoring within the CAMP study area, and taking appropriate action as required,
including:

- Informal inspections to assess issues related to weeds, signs of the presence of feral
pests, bushfire damage, soil erosion, and the entry of unauthorised vehicles and
motorcycles.

- Repairing fencing if required.

e FMP area:

o  Monitoring within the FMP area and taking appropriate action as required, including:

- Weed control.

- Replacing signage.

- Repairing fencing.

- Site inspections for rabbits.

- Informal inspections to assess issues related to weeds, signs of the presence of feral
pests, bushfire damage, soil erosion control, access, condition of fencing and the entry
of unauthorised vehicles and motorcycles

e PLRP Study area

o Monitoring and maintenance within public open space (POS) areas dedicated to CBC
foraging species (known herein as ‘CBC POS’) including informal inspections of CBC POS.
One additional CBC POS has been constructed during this audit period — (Park J).

A total of 13,059 CBC habitat trees have been planted to date with 2,301 remaining to

achieve 15,360 CBC trees across 5.051 ha.

o The completed Parks A, D, F, G, S, U and J contribute a total of 3.346 ha (or 66%) of the
overall target of the 5.051 ha of CBC habitat. These parks have 33% CBC species (trees and
shrubs)

o  The future POS areas (Parks O, P and R) will require 82% CBC species (trees and shrubs) over
1.705 ha to achieve the required 50%.

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3 Audit methodology

The audit reported on in this ACR, addresses the period between 6 September 2022 and 5
September 2023 for the conditions and commitments of EPBC 2011/5902.

3.1 Revisions to management plans

There were no revisions to the management plan during this period. For this ACR, the latest versions
of the CAMP (V4), FMP (V5) and PLRP (V6) have been assessed for compliance.

3.2 Audit approach

The 2023 compliance audit was undertaken in between August and November 2023 and involved:

e A site inspection by Samuel Luckas and Toni Burbidge from Emerge Associates on
25 August 2023.

e Interviews with key members of the project team.

e Review of documentation provided by key members of the project team.

3.21  CAMP audit methodology

As outlined in Section 1.4.1, the CAMP has been implemented, therefore ongoing actions within the
CAMP area are done voluntarily by Lendlease.

The proponent’s request to cease implementation, maintenance, and reporting of the eastern CAMP
area has been approved. This audit will assess the ongoing voluntary monitoring of the western
CAMP area.

This audit of the CAMP will focus on assessing the ongoing objectives of the CAMP, specifically the
measures undertaken to achieve the following CAMP objective:

e Minimise the impact of activities that could degrade Carnaby’s Black-Cockatoo habitat.

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As such evidence required to demonstrate ongoing implementation of the CAMP is considered to
include the following (for the western CAMP area), as related to Condition 10c-f of EPBC 2011/5902:

e Any actions taken to manage weeds and feral pests.

e Any actions taken relating to bushfire prevention and management.
e Any actions taken to monitor and manage erosion.

e Any actions taken to monitor and manage access.

33 Audit terminology

The ‘Compliance Status’ field of the audit tables describes the implementation of actions and
compliance with the approval.

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4 Audit findings

The results of the 2023 audit include assessment of compliance/conformance with:

e EPBC 2011/5902 conditions, provided in Table 6.

e CAMP (condition 10) objectives, provided in Appendix B.

e FMP (condition 11) management actions, provided in Appendix C.
e PLRP (condition 12) management actions, provided in Appendix D.

A total of 116 items were audited from EPBC 2011/5902, CAMP, FMP and PLRP.

4.1 Compliance with EPBC 2011/5902 conditions

No non-compliances with the EPBC 2011/5902 conditions were noted during the audit period, as
documented in Table 6.

411  Conformance with the Conservation Area Management Plan

Based on the audit methodology specified in Section 3.2.1, no non-conformances with the
requirements of the CAMP were identified during the audit, as documented in Appendix B.

Whilst the management requirements of the CAMP are no longer formally in effect, the proposed
corrective measures are still consistent with those outlined in the CAMP.

4.1.2  Conformance with the Foreshore Management Plan

No non-conformances with the requirements of the FMP were identified during the audit, as
documented in Appendix C.

It was noted that the undermining of footings of the fence to the small blowout at the north of the
end of the beach path has worsened. It was advised fencing could be removed at this point, as
vegetation and undercutting of the sand should eliminate the foot and sandboard activity in the area
that originally promoted the fencing installation and revegetation.

Table 1 of the FMP required a five-year monitoring period of rehabilitation works including weed
management, feral pest management, bushfire management, erosion control and access
management. The first report was provided in Spring 2015 as documented in the 2016 ACR. Tranen
provided the final monitoring report in Autumn 2021. Therefore, the formal audit period for the FMP
has ceased. Informal monitoring of the Table 4 items will continue until handover to the City of
Wanneroo occurs.

In accordance with the FMP (refer to audit item FMP 60), this ACR is required to contain a foreshore
CBC habitat revegetation section which will include material that relates to the following:

e Revegetation completion criteria and weed monitoring.

e Revegetation and weed contingency actions if required.

e Erosion monitoring within the foreshore area.

e Report observations of feral pests.

e Temporary fencing, pathways and signage of the revegetation area.
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e Report any fire incidences in the foreshore and the response.

The information required to address FMP 60 is provided in Table 4, and is based on advice from
Lendlease (proponent), Tranen (revegetation contractor) and Georgiou (civil construction

contractor).

Informal inspections have been conducted by Tranen Revegetation Systems in February and May
2023, however this did not include detailed monitoring against completion criteria.

Revegetation and
weed contingency
actions if required

The informal inspection by Tranen in 2023 noted that vegetation within the FMP area is in good
condition despite summer drought and overall weed levels were observed to be low.

Tranen noted that further to the east some Acacia saligna have died, but this is not of concern, as
this is a typically short-lived species and the extreme drought late 2021 to early 2022 is likely to
have contributed to this outcome.

Given the completion criteria have been achieved and the formal monitoring period has been
completed, it is not anticipated that any further revegetation/infill planting works will be required.

Erosion
monitoring within
the foreshore area

Erosion controls were put in place as part of the initial revegetation works (brushing and mulch).

As discussed in previous ACRs, additional brushing was subsequently installed and anchored around
the lookout during previous audit periods to discourage human foot traffic. Foot traffic and
repeated removal of brushing material by third party individuals to make various play structures has
continued in the lookout area despite measures being undertaken. Lookout vegetation is generally
in good condition, though still a bit sparse on the southern side due to foot traffic and drought.

Report Informal monitoring by Tranen in 2023 did not observe any evidence of significant pest activity on
observations of the site.

promoted the fencing installation and revegetation.

No other issues relating to pathways or signage were noted.
Regular monitoring of the temporary fencing is carried out by the construction contractor and no
issues were noted.

4.13  Conformance with the Precinct Landscape and Revegetation Plan

No non-conformances with the requirements of the PLRP were identified during the audit, as
documented in Appendix D.

In accordance with the annual reporting requirements outlined in the PRLP (audit item PLRP 19), this
ACR is required to include material related to the following:

e An update of any completed stages or tendered landscape for future stages.
e Report against planting targets and landscape survival targets.

e Update of completed tree planting for each stage.

o Amendments to precinct and staging plans.
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e Updated plant schedules for each stage of the development.

The information required to address PLRP 18 is provided in Table 5, and is based on advice from
Lendlease (proponent), Emerge Associates (landscape architect) and Nutrien Water (landscape

contractor).
